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INTRODUCTION TO NICOLA’S FOUNDATION ONLUS

The Foundation
The project originates from an idea that Prof. Giuliano Giorgo Cerulli – Ordinary Professor of Orthopaedics and Traumatology at the Faculty of Medicine and Surgery of the Universiy of Perugia – had of creating an institution with which to coordinate, at an international level, resources and professionals in the field of scientific research, education and treatment based on person-centred principles and ethical values in treatment and prevention.

The feasibility study and an analysis of the instruments necessary to fulfill the project were performed in 2003 with the creation of a group made up of professionals and businessmen working in the field of health.

The decisive stage of the project began following an encounter with Monsignor Sergio Pintor, then pastoral director for Health in the Italian Episcopal Conference, who embraced the initiative and became its leader with the specific aim of  forging the ethical basis for the planned activities of   research, treatment and scientific education.

The Foundation was founded on 21 November 2006 with the name Nicola’s Foundation Onlus, its  founders are Prof. Giuliano Giorgio Cerulli, H.E. Monsignor Sergio Pintor and the Assisi Project S.p.A., a company operating in the field of healthcare.

The Foundation
The institutional aims of the Foundation include:

· publicizing scienific culture

· developing research projects of significant scientific content, attractive  to scientists world-wide
· contribute to scientific progress in the bio-medical field

· support medico-scientific education

· develop research in developing countries

· promote health campaigns

Scientists and researchers are the promotors and their work is acknowledged internationally.

The Nicola’s Foundation Research and Teaching Centre, dedicated to institutional purposes  as well as experimental activities, principally in the field of orthopaedics and traumatology, is being completed. The centre is in Via Einstein in Arezzo.

Its Aims
The Foundation’s aims, non profit and with full respect for the ethico-moral and cultural principles set out by the founders, are to:

· promote the organization of conferences to devulge the scientific results attained both by their own researchers and by international research centres and  universities in general

· to promote studies and research in the medical field with particular attention to the fields of orthopaedics, biologic-biomechanics, genetics and tissue engineering as well as bioengineering, biomechanics and oncology

· to promote meetings and create collaborations and interaction with the institutions, universities, public and private study centres, including specific projects of support and economic aid

· to promote socially supportive activities through specific projects for support and economic aid in favour of  the disadvantaged or institutions or religious congregations which operate in the field of solidarity and humanitarian aid
Its Aims

· to promote the study of methods and systems to develop and improve both the surgical and diagnostic procedures of  diseases by means of staminal cell transplantions as well as by using other experimental techniques

· to promote initiatives for scientific publicity both in the schools and national and international university settings besides permanent education and up-dates for health personnel

· to develop and organize centres, at a national and international level for E.B.M. (Evidence Based Medicine)
